military funeral in 1963 and military personnel were banned from attending in uniform. In prote st the US
government sent two USAF officers in full uniform. The Royal Air Force and Rhodesian Air Force did the same.
The reason for the ban was Sailords involvement with

South Africa, an organisation that opposed the introduction of  apartheid . He was President of the Commando
which at one st age had 250,000 members and posed a threat to the government of the day  which in response
soughtto treat his death.as being of no significance . Such days are things of the past thankfully —and the presence
of the ambassador and his attaché 60 years on recognised that .
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On the day previous to the graveside
commemoration Dr Yvonne Malan had given a
lecture entitled | Fear No Man.
